Lakeside Ancient Village It is a lakeside ancient village with rich Huizhou traditional characteristics. The ancient village inherits the design conce pt of
Huizhou ancient villages, attaches importance to the harmony between people and the environment, the reasonable layout of liv ing space, and the quiet and
beautiful environment reproduces the perfect form of Huizhou ancient villages.

Huizhou Ancient City built in the Qin Dynasty, was once become the palace of the ancient Huizhou government. The city gates, archways and government
offices allow tourists to still appreciate the legacy of the ancient Huizhou Architectural style.

Yuliang Ancient Dam is the largest water conservancy project during the ancient times, and is praised by experts as the "Dujiangyan in Jiangnan'.
DoushanStreet is a tourist and cultural attraction of Huizhou that integrates ancient houses, streets, wells and archways.

Xu GuoStone Pavillion - known as the Eight-legged Archway, history more than 400 years. .
